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Soon the snow will give way to Spring! So, why not plan to plant a tree in your yard and enjoy years of
cool shade, colorful flowers & fall foliage, and a nice landscape with low maintenance.

WHERE: At home, almost any-where, but at least 6’ from a building and 6’ from underground pipes.
SMALL TREES will be under 25’ at maturity... shorter than a house.

PLANTING SEASONS: Spring 3/1 through 6/30 Fall 9/1 through 11/30.

WATER: After planting, water just the roots with a trickle hose for an hour, or try a Treegator bag
(Green zip watering bag). Never water the leaves. Water extra in dry weather!

Slow is best to trickle down all the way to the bottom of the root ball... 10 gallons every time. Water
once a day for a week, once a week for a month, then once a month for a year. Small Trees may be
planted under electric wires, But remember in the future that any branch growing within 10’ of the
wire must be trimmed by PSE&G or a certified arborist with special license from PSE&G.

2015 marks the beginning of the 10th year of the Dumont
Shade Tree Commission. \¥hat began with a simple meeting
at the Dixon Homestead Library has grown to a full-fledged
movement. In January 2006 Sally Tayeb issued an invitation
to everyone in town who shared her belief that protecting and nurturing
trees was not only good for the trees, but also good for the people. We
enlisted like-minded people and gained the support of the Mayor and
Council. In 2007 we were recognized and certified as a NJ State recog-
nized commission. In 2009 we broke ground on the Arboretum. In 2013
we dedicated the walkway and gazebo, creating a beautiful space for our
residents and community right in the center of town. 2013 also saw the
introduction of an important ordinance governing the removal, and pro-
tection of trees in the Borough. 2014 saw the formation of the Friends of
the Shade Tree fund-raising arm and the Arboretum Garden Club. We
have planted trees, inspected, pruned, and removed unhealthy trees, and
raised the flag for environmental conservation. We have partnered with
the Girl Scouts, BSA, and schools, to spread the word. We are just getting
started. The beginning of our 10th year is a good time for reflection and to
be proud of how much we have accomplished. We look forward to contin-
uing our good work into the next 10 years and beyond.
